NCWSA TOWBOAT POLICY

The NCWSA Board reserves the right to change this towboat policy in whole or in part at any NCWSA Board of Directors Annual Meeting (or at any other time if under the advice of legal counsel)  by a 2/3 vote of the Board. 

CONFERENCE TOURNAMENTS:     Any towboat that is approved for an AWSA Traditional Sport Division Class "C" tournament may be invited by the host to pull any NCWSA tournament other than the two NCWSA National Tournaments held each year (the NCWSA ALL‑STAR Tournament in the spring and the NCWSA National Championship Tournament in the fall).   The host should invite no more than four manufacturers of towboats to pull the men's and women's slalom and jump events. Additional "AWSA approved" towboats (other than those invited) may be made available to pull those skiers requesting it for the trick events.

NATIONAL TOURNAMENTS:     There shall be a complete and separate method of choosing the towboats to pull the NCWSA ALL‑STAR Tournament and NCWSA NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament in a calendar year and ALL requirements must be met separately.  The funds designated for scholarships received each year from those towboat manufacturers that are designated to pull the NCWSA ALL‑STAR Tournament and the NCWSA NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament may be co‑mingled in one escrow account as determined by the NCWSA Board; but any and all requirements of base and annual contributions set out in this policy for each of the two National Tournaments must be met separately as defined below:

ALL‑STAR TOURNAMENT:     The towboat manufacturers that are designated to pull the annual ALL‑STAR Tournament in any year shall be chosen in the following manner.

1.
A letter of request from NCWSA to participate in the ALL‑ STAR Tournament will be mailed to all manufacturers of AWSA currently approved towboats for the Traditional Sport Division each year.

2.
To be considered to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament, the manufacturer of any towboat that is currently approved for AWSA Traditional Sport Division tournaments will contribute $1,000 to an escrow account as determined by the NCWSA Board in a fund designated for scholarships for NCWSA  competitive skiers and/or teams.  The first four contributions received from manufacturers of towboats will be designated as the four towboat manufacturers allowed to pull the ALL‑ STAR Tournament that calendar year.

All responses will be considered on a "first come first served basis" based on the date of the postmark.  Regardless of the date of the postmark, the response must be in the hands of the recipient no later than March 15, to be considered.

Should more than one manufacturer give a proper response (deadline observed and check included) with identical postmarks and identical dates of receipt and these responses push the number of eligible contributes to more than four as stated in this policy, then the NCWSA Board by a 2/3 vote will determine which of these manufacturers is eligible to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament in this year.  The NCWSA Board can not approve more than a total of four towboat manufacturers including those manufacturers that may have already qualified in the appropriate manner.

All manufacturers that contribute after the first four have been accepted and designated to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament will have their current year contribution returned to them.

This $1,000 contribution received from each of the up to four manufacturers designated to pull the ALL‑STARS will be considered as their "base" as described in the next paragraphs under heading #3 to be eligible to pull the ALL‑ STAR Tournament in future years.  No base contribution will ever be returned if a manufacturer of towboats has qualified under this policy and has been designated as one of the up to four towboats manufacturers to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament in any year.  

3.
Those towboat manufacturers that were the designated ALL‑STAR towboat manufacturers and meet all criteria in all paragraphs under heading #2 above and pay a current contribution of $1,000 to an escrow account as determined by the NCWSA Board in a fund designated for scholarships for NCWSA competitive skiers and/or teams to be received by March 15 of the following year, will be designated as one of the up to four towboat manufacturers allowed to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament in the following year.  As long as these towboat manufacturers continue to meet ALL criteria in future years, they may continue to pull the ALL‑STARS.  If less than four towboat manufacturers were approved and designated to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament, a slot is considered open to other manufacturers until the number of qualified and designated to pull the ALL‑STAR in a year reaches a total of four towboat manufacturers.  If any of the four (or less) towboat manufacturers that participated in the previous year  fails to meet ALL criteria as stated in this policy or does not pay the current contribution of $1,000 by the deadline of March 15 of each year, the continuity is considered broken and a slot is opened for new manufacturers.

The new manufacturer that fills that "slot" (in the manner described below under paragraph heading #4) may continue pulling the ALL‑STARS until and/or unless it breaks the continuity of contributions by failing to meet the deadline or fails to meet ALL other criteria as stated in this policy and then that slot is opened for other manufacturers.

4.
Any towboat manufacturer that meets all criteria in paragraphs under heading #2 above (with the exception that it was not one of the designated towboat manufacturers to pull the previous ALL‑STAR Tournament or has since taken a slot opened by one of these manufacturers) that wishes to participate should send a response to the NCWSA letter of request (see paragraph heading #1) with a check made payable to an escrow account as determined by the NCWSA Board in a fund designated for scholarships for NCWSA competitive skiers and/or team for the $1,000 base and the current year contribution of $1,000.

The current year contribution and the base contribution (if paid in the same year) check(s) will be held until April 15th and then will be returned to the manufacturer should a slot not open to pull the ALL‑STAR tournament that same calendar year.  All manufacturers that contribute after the first four are accepted and have been designated to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament for that year will have their current contribution and base contribution (if paid in that year) check(s) returned to them. No base contribution will ever be returned if a manufacturer of towboats has qualified under this policy and has been designated as one of the towboat manufacturers to pull the ALL‑STAR tournament in any year.  The current year contribution of a manufacturer will not be returned for any reason to a manufacturer if that manufacturer of towboats has qualified under this policy and has been designated as one of the towboat manufacturers to pull the ALL‑STAR tournament that same year.

All responses will be considered on a "first come first served basis" based on the date of the postmark.  Regardless of the date of the postmark, the response must be in the hands of the recipient no later than March 15 of the year to be considered.

Should more than one manufacturer give a proper response (deadline observed and check(s) included) with identical postmarks and identical dates of receipt and these responses push the number of contributes to more than four in any one year then the NCWSA Board by a 2/3 vote will determine which of these manufacturers is eligible to pull the ALL‑STAR Tournament in that year.  The NCWSA Board can not approve more than a total of four towboat manufacturers in any one year to pull the ALL‑STARS including those manufacturers that may have already qualified in the appropriate manner.

5.
In any given year the towboat manufacturers approved for the ALL‑STAR Tournament will be the only towboats allowed on site and no advertising by other towboat manufacturers on site, including title or presented by, will be allowed.  Title sponsorships are not allowed by the towboat manufacturers approved for the ALL‑STAR Tournament as they have all contributed equally to the tournament.  Any advertising, outside the presented by, offered by the LOC must be offered to the other approved towboats.  Presented by may be sold to one of the approved towboat manufacturers who are pulling the all-stars.  The only towboat manufacturers pulling the tournament in any event will be those so approved and designated for the ALL‑STAR Tournament for that same year under this policy.

6.
The NCWSA Board shall review the monetary contribution to the escrow account determined by NCWSA that is required in any year, and any changes will be noted in the NCWSA letter of request sent to manufacturers to participate in the ALL‑STAR Tournament (paragraph 1).

The NCWSA Board will review the record of those towboat manufacturers pulling the ALL‑STAR Tournaments of the contributions to the overall development of collegiate skiing by getting promotional boats out to NCWSA Collegiate Ski Teams and pulling local NCWSA tournaments on a nationwide basis, etc.  If after two years of pulling the ALL‑STAR Tournament by meeting all other requirements as stated in this policy; but failing to help the overall NCWSA Collegiate program as determined by the NCWSA Board after a reasonable investigation then the slot held by that towboat manufacturer will be opened for another manufacturer who meets all criteria of this policy and will be filled in the manner as described under paragraph #4.

7.
In the event no manufacturers meet the above qualifications, the NCWSA Board will approve, by a simple majority vote, the towboats that will be invited in any given year. 

NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT:     The towboat manufactures that are designated to pull the annual NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament each year shall be chosen in the following manner.

1.
A letter of request from NCWSA to participate in the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament will be mailed to all manufacturers of AWSA currently approved towboats for the Traditional Sport Division each year.

2.
A requirement for any manufacturer of a towboat that is currently approved for AWSA Traditional Sport Division tournaments is a contribution of $2,000 to an escrow account as determined by the NCWSA Board designated for scholarships for NCWSA competitive skiers and/or teams.  With the commencement date of this towboat policy, Correct Craft Boat Company and MasterCraft Boat Company as determined by the NCWSA Board of Directors have satisfied this requirement and are to be considered to have met the current contribution and deadline of receipt since their past annual contributions of at least $1,500 each Nationals since 1979.

The deadline for receipt of this contribution is May 15.  The first TWO (two other than Correct Craft and MasterCraft) contributions received from towboat manufacturers will also be designated along with Correct Craft and MasterCraft for the total of up to four towboat manufacturers allowed to pull the NCWSA National Championship Tournament for the calendar year.

All responses will be considered on a "first come first served basis" based on the date of the postmark.  Regardless of the date of the postmark, the response must be in the hands of the recipient no later than May 15 to be considered.

Should more than one manufacturer give a proper response (deadline observed and check(s) included) with identical postmarks and identical dates of receipt and these responses push the number of contributors to more than four manufacturers for that year, then the NCWSA Board by a 2/3 vote will determine which of these manufacturers is eligible to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament in that year. The NCWSA Board can not approve more than a total of four manufacturers including those manufacturers that may have already qualified in the appropriate manner.

All manufacturers that contribute after the additional two (two other than Correct Craft and MasterCraft) have been accepted and designated to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament will have their  contribution returned to them.

This $2,000 contribution received from each of the up to two additional manufacturers designated to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament will be considered as their "base" as described in the next paragraphs under heading #3 to be eligible to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament in future years.  No base contribution will ever be returned if a manufacturer of towboats has qualified under this policy and has been designated as one of the up to four towboats manufacturers to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament in any year.

3.
Those towboats manufacturers that were the designated  NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament towboat manufacturers and meet all criteria in all paragraphs under heading #2 above AND pay a current contribution of $2,000 to an escrow account as determined by the NCWSA Board in a fund designated for scholarships for NCWSA competitive skiers and/or teams to be received by May 15th , will be designated as one of the up to four towboat manufacturers allowed to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament.

The NCWSA Board has determined that Correct Craft and MasterCraft are considered to have met the requirement of receipt of any base/annual current contribution in a timely manner for scholarships in each year for their past contributions to collegiate skiing as well as the one time base contribution. (See paragraph # 2 above.)

As long as these towboat manufacturers continue to meet ALL criteria in future years, they may continue to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament.  If less than four towboat manufacturers were approved and designated to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament, a slot is considered open to other manufacturers until the number qualified and designated to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament in a year reaches a total of four towboat manufacturers.  If any of the four (or less) towboat manufacturers that participated in the previous year fails to meet ALL criteria as stated in this policy or does not pay the current contribution of $2,000 by the deadline of May 1, of each year, the continuity is considered broken and a slot is opened for new manufacturers.

4.
Any towboat manufacturer that meets all criteria in paragraphs under heading #2 under NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP TOURNAMENT: (with the exception that it was not one of the designated towboat manufacturers to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament or has since taken a slot opened by one of these manufacturers) that wishes to participate should send a response to the NCWSA letter of request (see paragraph heading #1) with a check made payable to an escrow account as determined by the NCWSA Board in a fund designated for scholarships for NCWSA competitive skiers that are U. S. citizens for the $2,000 base AND the current year contribution of $2,000.

The current year contribution AND the base contribution (if paid in the same year) check(s) will be held until May 1, and then will be returned to the manufacturer should a slot not open to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP tournament that same calendar year.  All manufacturers that contribute after the first four are accepted and have been designated to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament for that year will have their current contribution and base contribution (if paid in that year) check(s) returned to them. No base contribution will ever be returned if a manufacturer of towboats has qualified under this policy and has been designated as one of the towboat manufacturers to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP tournament in any year.  The current year contribution of a manufacturer will not be returned for any reason to a manufacturer if that manufacturer of towboats has qualified under this policy and has been designated as one of the towboat manufacturers to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP tournament that same year.

All responses will be considered on a "first come first served basis" based on the date of the postmark.  Regardless of the date of the postmark, the response must be in the hands of the recipient no later than  May 1, of the year to be considered.

Should more than one manufacturer give a proper response (deadline observed and check(s) included) with identical postmarks and identical dates of receipt and these responses push the number of contributes to more than four in any one year then the NCWSA Board by a 2/3 vote will determine which of these manufacturers is eligible to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament in that year.  The NCWSA Board can not approve more than a total of four towboat manufacturers in any one year to pull the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP tournament including those manufacturers that may have already qualified in the appropriate manner.

In any given year the towboat manufacturers approved for the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament will be the only towboats allowed on site and no advertising by other towboat manufacturers on site, including title or presented by, will be allowed.  Title sponsorships are not allowed by the towboat manufacturers approved for the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament as they have all contributed equally to the tournament.  Any advertising, outside the presented by, offered by the LOC must be offered to the other approved towboats.  Presented by may be sold to one of the approved towboat manufacturers who are pulling the National Championships.  The only towboat manufacturers pulling the tournament in any event will be those so approved and designated for the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament for that same year under this policy.

The NCWSA Board  shall review the monetary contribution to the escrow account determined by NCWSA that is required in any year, and any changes will be noted in the NCWSA letter of request sent to manufacturers to participate in the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP tournament (paragraph 1).

The NCWSA Board will review the record of those towboat manufacturers pulling the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournaments of the contributions to the overall development of collegiate skiing by getting promotional boats out to NCWSA Collegiate Ski Teams and pulling local NCWSA tournaments on a nationwide basis, etc.  If after two years of pulling the NATIONAL CHAMPIONSHIP Tournament by meeting all other requirements as stated in this policy; but failing to help the overall NCWSA Collegiate program as determined by the NCWSA  Board after a reasonable investigation then the slot held by that towboat manufacturer will be opened for another manufacturer who meets all criteria of this policy and will be filled in the manner as described under paragraph #4.

In the event no manufacturers meet the above qualifications, the NCWSA Board will approve, by a simple majority vote, the towboats that will be invited in any given year. 
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
